This breakthrough not only
accelerates the liberalization of the electricity
market but also serves as a catalyst for clean
energy investment, empowering businesses to
secure stable, sustainable, and cost-efficient
power supplies while contributing to Vietham's
green transition.

One of the outstanding benefits of the DPPA
mechanism is that it enables businesses to
obtain green production certifications,
meeting the increasingly stringent
environmental standards of international
markets. This is especially critical for export-
oriented businesses, as many multinational
corporations now require their supply chain
partners to adopt renewable energy.

In the context of the electricity
market being influenced by supply and
demand dynamics, fuel costs, and regulatory
policies, DPPA provides price stability,
enabling businesses to proactively manage
their budgets and minimize long-term
financial risks.

Despite its great potential, participation in
DPPA still faces several challenges. One of
the biggest obstacles is that the mechanism
remains relatively new with no pilot phase,
making it difficult for businesses to assess
risks and make informed investment
decisions.

Another major challenge of the DPPA
mechanism is the financial uncertainty, as
EVN is still in the process of developing and
finalizing related tariffs such as transmission
fees, contract management service fees, and
system operation costs. This makes it difficult
for businesses to accurately estimate the total
costs when participating in the mechanism.

Difference

The terms of the Contract for Difference (CfD)
— the core contractual model in the DPPA
mechanism — have yet to be fully developed,
especially regarding risk allocation, price
adjustment mechanisms, and dispute
resolution procedures. This may prolong
negotiations between buyers and sellers,

affecting both the project timeline and
investment decisions.

Conversely, if the spot market price falls
below the agreed fixed price, the buyer will
pay the difference to the producer to ensure
the fixed price is maintained. This model helps
businesses mitigate price volatility risks and
maintain stable energy costs in the long term.)

Businesses in industrial zones may face
barriers when participating in DPPA

Businesses in industrial zones often purchase
electricity from electricity retailers (typically
the industrial zone management board or
infrastructure service providers). These
electricity purchase agreements are usually
long-term contracts, accompanied by binding
terms on minimum electricity consumption,
electricity unit prices, and exclusive purchase
commitments. When seeking to participate in
DPPA, businesses must: (1) Negotiate to
terminate or amend the existing contract with
the electricity retailer; (2) Face the risk of
contractual penalties or loss of previously
agreed benefits; and (3) Obtain approval from
the electricity retailer to purchase electricity
directly from renewable energy producers.

Participating in the DPPA mechanism
requires businesses to be well-prepared in
terms of resources and legal knowledge, as
DPPA contracts are a new model with a more
complex structure compared to conventional
electricity purchase agreements. Therefore,
businesses need to: (1) Conduct thorough
research on the legal framework for the
competitive electricity market and related
regulations; (2) Gain a clear understanding of
price adjustment mechanisms based on
market conditions and bilateral agreements;
(3) Develop a payment model, including the
settlement of price differences (if any)
between the market price and the agreed
price; and (4) Negotiate contract terms related
to the contract duration, payment obligations,
compensation mechanisms, and contract
termination conditions.

Unclear conditions for participation in the
DPPA mechanism )

According to Decree 80/2024/ND-CP,
electricity consumers must meet the following
basic conditions to participate in the DPPA
mechanism: (1) An average monthly
electricity consumption of at least 200,000
kWh; (2) Connection to the power grid at a
voltage level of 22kV or higher; and (3) Use of
electricity for production purposes.

This will help
businesses assess risks, ensure compliance
with regulations, and optimize contractual
terms, thereby enhancing the feasibility and
efficiency of the DPPA model.

This
proactive approach helps businesses address
legal and technical barriers in advance,
facilitating a smoother participation process in
the DPPA mechanism.

Through thorough preparation
and proactive  stakeholder = engagement,
businesses can capitalize on DPPA opportunities,
mitigate risks, and strengthen their competitive
position in an energy market rapidly evolving
toward sustainability and green initiatives.
